T'~~ ieat~rES were uncovered in which egg-sized quartz pebbles
had bee:! ,~':'u"tered directly imbedded in the clay. Some of these
stones ,seemed tc', be fir'E-c~ack~d. Similar nests of stones which
seemed ta be hearths had been nnticed before by Mr. Harold Huscher
working in thF: same Jr",a as well ,as by Mr. Edward McMichael at his
Oliver Dam e:K,:3yati::m. Bot'h attributed those hearths to the Archaic
or beginning~,f Early Wccdla od per i'0d, which seems to be in accordance
with our fi~dings. OutIic~s of structures were not evident in con­
nection with either fe3ture.

The meage~ ShUN~~g with ~h~ results of these operations led to
test pitting 0f the next ridge, next to the river (see site map),
where three':'Ox':O t<~o:,ts"re:-e 31.mk. The situation here was similar to
the much large~ area th~t t~d 2e.en scraped. Further south three
tests 10xiO werE made on the main site, approximately 800 feet south of
the last trench. A fai: show~ng of broken pottery and flint flakes,
a few stone hammers, came from the surface, but the three tests did
not produce any evidences of 5tr~cture or deeper midden accumulation.

All in all. the total area tested at this site comes to 27,000
square feet. The r.esults were most discouraging, with very meager col­
lections of material, and nothing in good context. The site had been
regarded in early appraisal(Huscher) as a possible location for the
important historic site, Eufaula Hopi, but very little historic material
(a few pieces ~f China ware which might have been left by early settlers
in 19th century) was recovered. The survey operation was rather exten­
sive, probably not entirely justified by the apparent negative results.
