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The black sand deposit, coverinpg the artifacts must be later than 1812,
the bottom date suggested by rs. Caldwell.

' The earliest sherds from this site are probably those from a Chi~r
nese export porcelain teacup, dating from about 1800, although they
may be matched in ame by the engraved poblet fragment, in spite of a
quantitative variation in creamware and blue printed ware. Late wares
are in higher abundance, 1830-1860 printed ware and post-1850 crockery
each representing 9.09%. -Over—ﬁll dates of réughly 1800 tolthé'Civil‘

Like the Tabby House, this site yielded more blue-printed ware . .

than anything else,‘tOtaling 46,51%. Its predominance is undoubtedly
attributab;e to the greater popularity of this gay and colorful pot-.
tery, whose folk appeal, low cost, and cleanliness made it acceptable
everywhere. There was a‘minimum 2.11% of shell-edpe ware, the only
considerable variation from the norm. Late crockery amounted only to
1.40%, while post-1830 printed wares (other than blue) were non-exis-
tent., Here the ranpe seems principally to be from 1810 to perhaps '

1840.
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Ditch #1

Only a sparse number of artifacts came from this ditch, presuma-
bly because less area was excavated. With a total of only 29 sherds
of glass and ceram;cé. the percentages are perhaps misleading, al-
though there aré only quantitative differences from the other sites.
The time rangé of the artifacts are about the same as the Tabby house,
excepting the two sherds of a Spanish olive jar, which possibly ante-
date'the site.
Ditch #2

Although this ditch is demonstrated to have been dug after 1726.
The refuse that was thrown into it 1s,ragain, asaociatgd with the house
occupation and does not vary 19 kind or period from the rest of the sites.
Ditch #3 _ 7

The archeology.shows this ditch to h;vg been dug before the build-
ing of House #3, whose e;rliééE“Aétifacta go back to about 1810. Yet
the ditch was used to receive traﬁh until after 1850, judging from the
latqicrockgry types gmoun;ing to 3.03 éf th sherdg. Exactly ha}f of
the sherds are of blug t:gnsfer-prineed_ware, while black-printed plate

sherds match fragments from House #2.‘
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CONCLUSINNS

The three houqe sites and the three ditches (regardless of how
early the latter may have been dug) contained artifacts from a common
gource of habitatidn,.dating roughly from 187 to the Civil War, with
a peak of occupation (or, at least, of dish breakage!) between about
1810 and sbout 1830.

The artifacts reveal a reasonably prosperous, middle class socie-
ty, probably of British-American stock, in which the housewife héd
. sufficient means at hgr command to buy the 1ate§f products of the
Staffordshire pottersII'Luxuries.wgre not many, although there are a
few cholice piecea.of Oriental exﬁortlparéélain} Pieces of stoneware
